Opened in September 2017, 
in the vibrant neighborhood 
of Bomonti, The House Hotel 
Bomonti and The House 
Residence Bomonti bring 
style, comfort, affordable 
luxury, and intimate service 
along with a community feel 
to the city’s rising arts and 
culture center. The hotel 
and the residence share 
their premises in a modern 
building featuring luxurious 
and modern interiors 
designed by the prestigious 
British interior design Office 
Conran + Partners. Refined 
industrial details, practical 
layouts, concrete floors, 
natural stones, elegant marble 
touches, soft furniture, and 
artwork combine to create 
a sophisticated and modern 
look. 
The hotel has a total of 51 
rooms, including 6 suites, 
with a multi-functional lounge 
and a complete wellness area 
below ground. All rooms 

feature custom furnishings 
and lighting fixtures, marble 
bathrooms with rain showers 
and privacy blinds, and 
exclusive Atelier Rebul 
amenities. In addition, the 
junior suites offer a small 
kitchenette with a dedicated 
living area while the executive 
suites come with a separate 
living area for added comfort. 
The residence features 155 
apartments that maximize 
on internal space and benefit 
from the offerings of the hotel. 
The hotel’s lounge, which 
can be used for meetings and 
events, serves a daily buffet 
breakfast for hotel guests. All 
the conveniences, such as dry 
cleaning and restaurants, are 
located at the entrance of the 
hotel.
Some residents may choose 
to keep their entertainment 
within the privacy of their 
apartments while others 
choose to take advantage from 
the lounge and the communal 

dining table (where a large 
open kitchen is available for 
cooking) to socialize. All the 
fuss of organizing an event 
is taken care of for you by 
in-house event managers and 
chefs who are at your service. 
Getting fit and staying fit has 
never been easier with the 
510 sqm state-of- the-art 
gym that has all the latest 
high-tech fitness equipments, 
a pilates/ yoga studio, and 
a heated indoor swimming 
pool covering 110 sqm. The 
spa combines modern and 
traditional wellness with a 
classic, marble 
Turkish bath, saunas, steam 
rooms, and treatment rooms.
Bomonti takes its name from 
Ottoman Empire’s first 
beer factory, built here in 
1890 by Adolf and Walter 
Bomonti. Bomontiada, the 
city’s latest and greatest 
cultural spot, is now located 
within the grounds of this 
historic beer factory. The 

city’s first certified organic 
bazaar is held in Bomonti 
every Saturday, pulling in 
locals as well as the city’s 
top chefs. Feriköy Antiques 
Market, held every Sunday, 
serves as a perfect opportunity 
to appreciate the storied 
past of the city. Bomonti 
encapsulates the essence of 
Istanbul: mosques, churches, 
and synagogues stand at 
a stone’s throw of each 
other, a testament to the 
area’s cosmopolitan nature. 
Nişantaşı and Taksim are 
within walking distance, with 
the Osmanbey metro stop only 
a short distance away. The 
new tunnels make Bomonti 
even more accessible with 
quick access to TEM and 
Dolmabahçe. 
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
